One member of each special review board panel shall be a1.11

psychiatrist or a doctoral level psychologist with forensic experience and one member1.12

shall be an attorney. No member shall be affiliated with the Department of Human1.13

Services. The special review board shall meet at least every six months and at the call of1.14

the commissioner. It shall hear and consider all petitions for a reduction in custody or to1.15

appeal a revocation of provisional discharge. A "reduction in custody" means transfer1.16

from a secure treatment facility, discharge, and provisional discharge. Patients may be1.17
