A multijurisdictional reinvestment1.7

program is authorized involving Hennepin County, the Hennepin County Housing and1.8

Redevelopment Authority, and one or more of the following political subdivisions: the1.9

cities of Minneapolis, Brooklyn Center, and other interested statutory or home rule charter1.10

cities in Hennepin County, the Minneapolis Park Board, and the Three Rivers Park District1.11

is created, and any watershed district entirely or partially located in Hennepin County.1.12

The multijurisdictional program must may include plans for housing rehabilitation and1.13

removals, industrial polluted land cleanup, water ponding, environmental cleanup,1.14

community corridor connections, corridor planning, creation of green space, acquisition1.15

of property, development and redevelopment of parks and open space, water quality1.16

and lakeshore improvement, development and redevelopment of housing and existing1.17

commercial projects, economic development, and job creation.1.18
