626.89 PEACE OFFICER DISCIPLINE PROCEDURES ACT.

Subd. 17. Civilian review. A civilian review board, commission, or other oversight body shall
not have the authority to make a finding of fact or determination regarding a complaint against an
officer or impose discipline on an officer. A civilian review board, commission, or other oversight
body may make a recommendation regarding the merits of a complaint, however, the recommendation
shall be advisory only and shall not be binding on nor limit the authority of the chief law enforcement
officer of any unit of government.
