1.7 Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 2022, section 136A.1274, subdivision 3, is amended to
1.8 read:
1.9 Subd. 3. Administration. (a) The commissioner must establish an application process

1.10  and other guidelines for implementing this program. The commissioner must notify grant

1.11  recipients of their award amounts by the following dates:

1.12 (1) for fall student teaching placements, recipients must be notified by August 15;

1.13 (2) for spring student teaching placements, recipients must be notified by December 1;
1.14  and

1.15 (3) for summer student teaching placements, recipients must be notified by May 1.

1.16  These notification deadlines do not apply in cases where grants are awarded to student
1.17  teachers who applied after application deadlines and funds remained after the initial round

1.18  of grants were awarded.

1.19 (b) The commissioner must determine each academic year the stipend amount up to
120 $7%500 $15,000 based on the amount of available funding, the number of eligible applicants,

121 and the financial need of the applicants.
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(c) The commissioner must give equal consideration to all eligible applicants regardless

of the order the application was received before the application deadline.

(d) If there are insufficient funds to provide an award to all eligible applicants, the

commissioner shall prioritize the awards to eligible applicants based on:
(1) the financial need of an applicant; and
(2) the statewide distribution of funds.

EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective beginning in fiscal year 2025.
