Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 168.021, subdivision 1, is amended to read:1.6

Subdivision 1. Disability plates; application. (a) When a motor vehicle registered1.7

under section 168.017, a motorcycle, a one-ton pickup truck, or a self-propelled1.8

recreational vehicle is owned or primarily operated by a permanently physically disabled1.9

person, owned by an individual with dementia, or owned or primarily operated by a1.10

custodial parent or guardian of a permanently physically disabled minor or minor with1.11

dementia, the owner may apply for and secure from the commissioner:1.12

(1) immediately, a temporary permit valid for 30 days if the applicant is eligible for1.13

the disability plates issued under this section; and1.14

(2) two disability plates with attached emblems, one plate to be attached to the front,1.15

and one to the rear of the motor vehicle, truck, or recreational vehicle, or, in the case of a1.16

motorcycle, one disability plate the same size as a regular motorcycle plate.1.17

(b) The commissioner shall not issue more than one plate to the owner of a1.18

motorcycle and not more than one set of plates to any owner of another vehicle described1.19

in paragraph (a) at the same time unless the state Council on Disability approves the1.20

issuance of a second plate or set of plates to an owner.1.21

(c) When the owner first applies for the disability plate or plates, the owner must1.22

submit a medical statement in a format approved by the commissioner under section1.23

169.345, or proof of physical disability or dementia provided for in that section.1.24
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(d) No medical statement or proof of disability is required when an owner applies for2.1

a plate or plates for one or more vehicles listed in paragraph (a) that are specially modified2.2

for and used exclusively by permanently physically disabled persons.2.3

(e) The owner of a vehicle listed in paragraph (a) may apply for and secure (i)2.4

immediately, a permit valid for 30 days, if the applicant is eligible to receive the disability2.5

plate or plates issued under this section, and (ii) a disability plate or plates for the vehicle if:2.6

(1) the owner employs a permanently physically disabled person who would qualify2.7

for the disability plate or plates under this section; and2.8

(2) the owner furnishes the motor vehicle to the physically disabled person for the2.9

exclusive use of that person in the course of employment.2.10

described in subdivision 1, displaying the disability plate or plates described in this2.13

section, or a permit valid for 30 days and issued to an eligible person awaiting receipt2.14

of the disability plate or plates described in this section, or any person parks the motor2.15

vehicle for a physically disabled person or an individual with dementia, that person is2.16

entitled to park the motor vehicle as provided in section 169.345.2.17

(e) (f) "Permit" refers to a permit that is issued for a period of 30 days, in lieu of the4.22

(1) because of disability cannot walk without significant risk of falling;4.25

(2) because of disability cannot walk 200 feet without stopping to rest;4.26

(3) because of disability cannot walk without the aid of another person, a walker, a4.27

cane, crutches, braces, a prosthetic device, or a wheelchair;4.28

(4) is restricted by a respiratory disease to such an extent that the person's forced4.29

(respiratory) expiratory volume for one second, when measured by spirometry, is less4.30

than one liter;4.31

(5) has an arterial oxygen tension (PaO2) of less than 60 mm/Hg on room air at rest;4.32

(6) uses portable oxygen;4.33

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(7) has a cardiac condition to the extent that the person's functional limitations are5.1

classified in severity as class III or class IV according to standards set by the American5.2

Heart Association;5.3

(8) has lost an arm or a leg and does not have or cannot use an artificial limb; or5.4

(9) has a disability that would be aggravated by walking 200 feet under normal5.5

environmental conditions to an extent that would be life threatening.5.6

(g) (h) "Short-term certificate" means a certificate issued for a period greater than six5.7

months but not greater than 12 months.5.8

(h) (i) "Six-year certificate" means a certificate issued for a period of six years.5.9

(i) (j) "Temporary certificate" means a certificate issued for a period not greater5.10

than six months.5.11

Subd. 2a. Health professional's medical statement. (a) The commissioner shall5.13

develop a format for the medical statement. The medical statement must be signed by5.14

a health professional who certifies that the applicant is a physically disabled person or5.15

an individual with dementia as defined in subdivision 2. The commissioner may request5.16

additional information from the health professional if needed to verify the applicant's5.17

eligibility. The medical statement that the applicant is a physically disabled person or an5.18

individual with dementia must specify whether the disability is permanent or temporary5.19

and, if temporary, the opinion of the health professional as to the duration of the disability.5.20

A health professional who fraudulently certifies to the commissioner that a person is a5.21

physically disabled person or an individual with dementia as defined in subdivision 2, and5.22

signed by an officer of the organization. The statement must:6.17

(1) indicate the number of certificates requested;6.18

(2) state that all issued certificates must be used solely for the benefit of physically6.19

disabled persons and individuals with dementia;6.20

(3) state that the organization shall report lost or stolen certificates to the6.21

commissioner within 24 hours of first discovery; and6.22

(4) state that the organization shall immediately notify the commissioner of any6.23

misuse or suspected misuse of any certificate issued to the organization.6.24

(c) An organization shall include with the application a description of the internal6.25

controls to be used to ensure the proper use of certificates and to account for all issued6.26

certificates.

(2) maintenance of a current list of the name and driver's license number of all6.30

individuals authorized to operate the motor vehicle in which certificates issued to the6.31

organization will be used.6.32

(d) When the commissioner is satisfied that an organization will use a certificate to6.33

transport physically disabled persons and individuals with dementia, the commissioner6.34

Sec. 10. 6
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shall issue without charge (1) immediately, a permit valid for 30 days if the organization is7.1

eligible for a certificate and (2) an organization certificate for the motor vehicle.7.2

(e) The certificate issued to an organization transporting physically disabled persons7.3

and individuals with dementia must be renewed every third year. On original application7.4

and renewal, the organization must present evidence that each certificate issued continues to7.5

be used exclusively to transport physically disabled persons and individuals with dementia.7.6

(f) The commissioner shall cancel all certificates issued to an applicant who fails to7.7

comply with the requirements of this subdivision.7.8
