1.10 means the 12-month period beginning on the license effective date or the annual anniversary​

1.11 of the effective date and ending on the day prior to the annual anniversary of the license​

1.12 effective date.​

1.13 EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective September 30, 2020.​

1.19 family child care license holder's own child both inside and outside of the licensed space,​

1.20 and is exempt from the training and supervision requirements of this chapter and Minnesota​

3.5 infants and young children as required under subdivision 5a, if applicable.​

3.6 (e) Each year, or when a change is made, whichever is more frequent, in-service training​

3.7 must be provided on: (1) the center's risk reduction plan under section 245A.66, subdivision​

3.8 2; and (2) a child's individual child care program plan as required under Minnesota Rules,​

3.10 (f) At least once every two calendar years, the in-service training must include:​

3.14 subdivision 4;​

3.17 (g) At least once every five years, in-service training must include child passenger​

3.18 restraint training that meets the requirements of subdivision 6, if applicable.​

3.19 (h) The remaining hours of the in-service training requirement must be met by completing​

3.20 training in the following content areas of the Minnesota Knowledge and Competency​

3.21 Framework:​

3.22 (1) Content area I: child development and learning;​

3.23 (2) Content area II: developmentally appropriate learning experiences;​

4.6 experiences, promoting cognitive development, promoting social and emotional development,​

4.9 relationship with the child's family.​

4.10 (4) "Assessment, evaluation, and individualization" means training in observing,​

4.14 training in past and current practices in early childhood education and how current events​

4.16 (6) "Professionalism" means training in knowledge, skills, and abilities that promote​

4.17 ongoing professional development.​

4.18 (7) "Health, safety, and nutrition" means training in establishing health practices, ensuring​

4.19 safety, and providing healthy nutrition.​

4.20 (8) "Application through clinical experiences" means clinical experiences in which a​

4.21 person applies effective teaching practices using a range of educational programming models.​

4.22 (j) The license holder must ensure that documentation, as required in subdivision 10,​

4.23 includes the number of total training hours required to be completed, name of the training,​

4.24 the Minnesota Knowledge and Competency Framework content area, number of hours​

4.25 completed, and the director's approval of the training.​

4.26 (k) In-service training completed by a staff person that is not specific to that child care​

4.27 center is transferable upon a staff person's change in employment to another child care​

4.28 program.​

5.3 245A.50 FAMILY CHILD CARE TRAINING REQUIREMENTS.​

5.4 Subdivision 1. Initial training. (a) License holders, adult caregivers, and substitutes​

5.5 must comply with the training requirements in this section.​

5.6 (b) Helpers who assist with care on a regular basis must complete six hours of training​

5.7 within one year after the date of initial employment.​

5.8 (c) Training requirements established under this section that must be completed prior​

5.9 to initial licensure must be satisfied only by a newly licensed child care provider or by a​

5.10 child care provider who has not held an active child care license in Minnesota in the previous​

5.11 12 months. A child care provider who voluntarily cancels a license or allows the license to​

5.12 lapse for a period of less than 12 months and who seeks reinstatement of the lapsed or​

5.13 canceled license within 12 months of the lapse or cancellation must satisfy the annual,​

5.14 ongoing training requirements, and is not required to satisfy the training requirements that​

5.15 must be completed prior to initial licensure. A child care provider who relocates within the​

5.16 state must (1) satisfy the annual, ongoing training requirements according to the schedules​

5.17 established in this section and (2) not be required to satisfy the training requirements under​

5.18 this section that the child care provider completed prior to initial licensure. If a licensed​

5.19 provider moves to a new county, the new county is prohibited from requiring the provider​

5.21 (d) Before an adult caregiver or substitute cares for a child or assists in the care of a​

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8.1 (b) A family child care provider is exempt from the CPR training requirement in this​

8.2 subdivision related to any substitute caregiver who provides less than 30 hours of care during​

8.3 any 12-month period.​

8.4 (c) (b) Persons providing CPR training must use CPR training that has been developed:​

8.5 (1) by the American Heart Association or the American Red Cross and incorporates​

8.6 psychomotor skills to support the instruction; or​

8.7 (2) using nationally recognized, evidence-based guidelines for CPR training and​

8.8 incorporates psychomotor skills to support the instruction.​

8.9 Subd. 5. Sudden unexpected infant death and abusive head trauma training. (a)​

8.10 License holders must ensure and document that before staff persons the license holder, adult​

8.11 caregivers, substitutes, and helpers assist in the care of infants, they are instructed on the​

8.12 standards in section 245A.1435 and receive training on reducing the risk of sudden​

8.13 unexpected infant death. In addition, license holders must ensure and document that before​

8.14 staff persons the license holder, adult caregivers, substitutes, and helpers assist in the care​

8.15 of infants and children under school age, they receive training on reducing the risk of abusive​

8.16 head trauma from shaking infants and young children. The training in this subdivision may​

8.17 be provided as initial training under subdivision 1 or ongoing annual training under​

8.18 subdivision 7.​

8.19 (b) Sudden unexpected infant death reduction training required under this subdivision​

8.20 must, at a minimum, address the risk factors related to sudden unexpected infant death,​

8.22 holder communication with parents regarding reducing the risk of sudden unexpected infant​

8.24 (c) Abusive head trauma training required under this subdivision must, at a minimum,​

13.4 care license holders and county agencies to determine whether family child care licenses​

13.5 should automatically renew instead of requiring license holders to reapply for licensure. If​

13.6 the commissioner determines that family child care licenses should automatically renew,​

13.7 the commissioner must propose legislation for the 2021 legislative session to make the​

13.8 required amendments to statute and administrative rules, as necessary.​

13.9 EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective the day following final enactment.​
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
