Repealed Minnesota Statutes: 22-06681

477A.011 DEFINITIONS.

Subd. 30a. Percent of housing built between 1940 and 1970. "Percent of housing built between
1940 and 1970" is equal to 100 times the most recent count by the United States Bureau of the
Census of all housing units in the city built after 1939 but before 1970, divided by the total number
of all housing units in the city. Housing units includes both occupied and vacant housing units as
defined by the federal census.

Subd. 38. Household size. "Household size" means the average number of persons per household
in the jurisdiction as most recently estimated and reported by the state demographer and Metropolitan
Council as of July 15 of the aid calculation year. A revision to an estimate or enumeration is effective
for these purposes only if it is certified to the commissioner on or before July 15 of the aid calculation
year. Clerical errors in the certification or use of estimates and counts established as of July 15 in
the aid calculation year are subject to correction within the time periods allowed under section
477A.014.

Subd. 42. Jobs per capita in the city. "Jobs per capita in the city" means (1) the average annual
number of employees in the city based on the data from the Quarterly Census of Employment and
Wages, as reported by the Department of Employment and Economic Development, for the most
recent calendar year available November 1 of every odd-numbered year, divided by (2) the city's
population for the same calendar year as the employment data. The commissioner of the Department
of Employment and Economic Development shall certify to the city the average annual number of
employees for each city by January 1 of every even-numbered year beginning with January 1, 2014.
A city may challenge an estimate under this paragraph by filing its specific objection, including
the names of employers that it feels may have misreported data, in writing with the commissioner
by December 1 of every odd-numbered year. The commissioner shall make every reasonable effort
to address the specific objection and adjust the data as necessary. The commissioner shall certify
the estimates of the annual employment to the commissioner of revenue by January 1 of all
even-numbered years, including any estimates still under objection.

Subd. 45. Sparsity adjustment. For a city with a population of 10,000 or more, the sparsity
adjustment is 100 for any city with an average population density less than 150 per square mile,
according to the most recent federal census. For a city with a population less than 10,000, the
sparsity adjustment is 200 for any city with an average population density less than 30 per square
mile, according to the most recent federal census. The sparsity adjustment is zero for all other cities.

477A.013 MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENT DISTRIBUTIONS.

Subd. 13. Certified aid adjustments. (a) A city that received an aid base increase under
Minnesota Statutes 2012, section 477A.011, subdivision 36, paragraph (e), shall have its total aid
under subdivision 9 increased by an amount equal to $150,000 for aids payable in 2014 through
2018.

(b) A city that received an aid base increase under Minnesota Statutes 2012, section 477A.011,
subdivision 36, paragraph (r), shall have its total aid under subdivision 9 increased by an amount
equal to $160,000 for aids payable in 2014 and thereafter.

(c) A city that received a temporary aid increase under Minnesota Statutes 2012, section
477A.011, subdivision 36, paragraph (0), shall have its total aid under subdivision 9 increased by
an amount equal to $1,000,000 for aids payable in 2014 only.
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
