words or images, advocates illegal conduct, or otherwise materially and substantially4.16

(d) Intimidating, threatening, abusive, or harassing conduct may involve, but is not4.18

limited to, conduct that is directed at a student or students based on a person's actual or4.19

perceived race, ethnicity, color, creed, religion, national origin, immigration status, sex,4.20

age, marital status, familial status, socioeconomic status, physical appearance, sexual4.21

orientation, gender identity and expression, academic status, disability, or status with4.22

regard to public assistance, age, or any additional characteristic defined in chapter 363A.4.23

(e) "Prohibited conduct" means bullying or cyberbullying as defined under this4.24

subdivision or retaliation for asserting, alleging, reporting, or providing information about4.25

such conduct.4.26

(f) "Remedial response" means a measure to stop and correct prohibited conduct,4.27

prevent prohibited conduct from recurring, and protect, support, and intervene on behalf of4.28

the student who is the target of the prohibited conduct. Districts and schools may seek the4.29

assistance of the school climate center under section 127A.052 to develop and implement4.30

remedial responses on behalf of a student who is the target of prohibited conduct, to4.31

stop and correct a student engaging in prohibited conduct, and for use with students and4.32

adults in the school community. Districts and schools need not report the use of remedial4.33

responses when their use is unrelated to any particular incident of prohibited conduct.4.34

The policy shall apply to pupils,
teachers, administrators, and other school personnel, include reporting procedures, and set forth
disciplinary actions that will be taken for violation of the policy. Disciplinary actions must
conform with collective bargaining agreements and sections 121A.41 to 121A.56. The policy
must be conspicuously posted throughout each school building, given to each district employee
and independent contractor at the time of entering into the person's employment contract, and
included in each school's student handbook on school policies. Each school must develop a
process for discussing the school's sexual, religious, and racial harassment and violence policy
with students and school employees.

Subd. 3. Submission to commissioner. Each school board must submit to the commissioner
a copy of the sexual, religious, and racial harassment and sexual, religious, and racial violence
policy the board has adopted.
