If the motor vehicle is any kind of motor vehicle1.6

other than those provided for in subdivisions 2 to 4, one plate two plates must be displayed1.7

on. One plate must be displayed at the front and one on the rear of the vehicle and one1.8

at the back. The two plates must either be mounted on the front and rear bumpers of1.9

the vehicle or on the front and back of the vehicle exterior in places designed to hold a1.10

license plate.1.11
