1.6 commissioner of veterans affairs shall issue a grant to Independent Lifestyles, Inc., for​

1.7 expenses related to retreats for eligible veterans and their family members at Camp Bliss​

1.8 in Walker.​

1.9 (b) The grant recipient may use grant money to:​

1.10 (1) provide therapy, transportation, and activities customized for eligible veterans and​

2.1 (1) a former armed forces service member who has a DD-214 or other official document​

2.2 from the official military personnel file of the veteran that describes the honorable service​
