1.14 Page 25, after line 30, insert:​

1.15 "ARTICLE XV​

1.16 The commission is subject to liability for any claim against the commission or any​

1.17 member, officer, executive director, employee, or representative of the commission for​

1.18 damage to or loss of property or personal injury or other civil liability caused by or arising​

1.19 out of any actual or alleged act, error, or omission that occurred within the scope of​

1.20 commission employment, duties, or responsibilities, provided that the actual or alleged act,​

1.21 error, or omission did not result from intentional, willful, or wanton misconduct by the​

1.22 person against whom the claim is made."​

1.23 Page 26, after line 3, insert:​

2.1 "Sec. 2. CONDITIONAL APPLICABILITY.​

2.2 (a) Minnesota Statutes, section 148.9051, article XV, is effective only if, by affirmative​

2.3 vote of the Psychology Interjurisdictional Compact Commission, article XV is found to not​

2.4 disqualify Minnesota from membership in the commission or admission as a compact state.​

2.5 If Minnesota Statutes, section 148.0951, article XV, is found by the Psychology​

2.6 Interjurisdictional Compact Commission to disqualify Minnesota for membership in the​

2.7 commission or admission as a compact state, Minnesota Statutes, section 148.0951, article​

2.8 XV, is void and unenforceable.​

2.9 (b) The Board of Psychology must inform the Revisor of Statutes regarding the​

2.10 Psychology Interjurisdictional Compact Commission's decision under paragraph (a).​

2.11 (c) This section does not apply to Minnesota Statutes, section 148.9051, articles I to​

2.12 XIV, or otherwise affect Minnesota's admittance as a compact state.​

2.13 EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective the day following final enactment."​
