Incentive plan for electric vehicles. (a) Each public utility that is1.11

required to develop an electric vehicle promotion program under section 216B.16151.12

shall develop and submit for commission approval, by February 1, 2016, incentive plans1.13

that describe the method of recovery and accounting for utility expenditures related to1.14

the promotion of electric vehicles that result from the purchase of electric vehicles by its1.15

customers. In developing the incentive plans, public utilities shall ensure the effective1.16

involvement of interested parties.1.17

(b) In approving incentive plans, the commission shall consider:1.18

(1) the number of electric vehicles used by its customers;1.19

(2) whether the plan is compatible with the interests of utility ratepayers and other1.20

interested parties; and1.21

(3) whether the plan conflicts with other provisions of this chapter.1.22

Subd. 2. Eligibility. The purchaser of an electric vehicle is eligible for a $3,0003.17

rebate if:3.18

(1) the electric vehicle:3.19

(i) has not been previously owned;3.20

(ii) has not been modified from the original manufacturer's specifications; and3.21

(iii) is purchased after the effective date of this act for use by the purchaser and3.22

not for resale;3.23

(2) the purchaser:3.24

(i) is a resident of Minnesota, as defined in section 290.01, subdivision 7, paragraph3.25

(a), when the electric vehicle is purchased;3.26

(ii) is a business that has a valid address in Minnesota from which business is3.27

conducted;3.28

(iii) is a nonprofit corporation incorporated under chapter 317A; or3.29
