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(c) $103,000 is appropriated from the general fund in fiscal year 2015 to the3.1

commissioner of health for avian influenza emergency response activities. This is a3.2

onetime appropriation and is available until expended.3.3

(d) $350,000 is appropriated from the general fund in fiscal year 2015 to the3.4

commissioner of natural resources for sampling wild animals to detect and monitor the3.5

avian influenza virus.
