All provisions1.16

in this chapter relating to drivers' licenses, instruction permits, and provisional licenses,1.17

including cancellation, suspension, revocation, reinstatement, examination, restriction,1.18

expiration, renewal, and unlawful acts and violations, apply to a driving privilege license.1.19
