Section 1. [564.01] DEFINITIONS.1.6

Subdivision 1. Terms. For purposes of this chapter, the terms in this section have1.7

the meanings given them.1.8

Subd. 2. Definable group. "Definable group" means an assemblage of individuals1.9

existing or brought together with or without interrelation, orderly form, or arrangement,1.10

including but not limited to a crowd at a sporting event, a crowd in a street or public1.11

building, and the audience at a theatrical or stage production.1.12

Subd. 3. Individual. "Individual" means a human being, living or dead.1.13

Subd. 4. Person. "Person" means a person, firm, association, partnership,1.14

corporation, joint stock company, syndicate, receiver, common law trust, conservator,1.15

statutory trust, or other concern by whatever name known or however organized, formed,1.16

or created, and includes not-for-profit corporations, associations, educational and religious1.17

institutions, political parties, and community, civic, or other organizations.1.18

Subd. 5. Photograph. "Photograph" means a photograph or photographic1.19

reproduction, still or moving, or a videotape or live television transmission, of an1.20

individual, so that the individual is readily identifiable. An individual is readily identifiable1.21

from a photograph if one who views the photograph with the naked eye can reasonably1.22

determine who the individual depicted in the photograph is.1.23

Subdivision 1. Property rights. An individual has a property right in the use of that2.3

individual's name, voice, signature, photograph, and likeness in any medium in any manner.2.4

Subd. 2. Scope. The rights provided in subdivision 1 are freely assignable and2.5

licensable and do not expire upon the death of the individual so protected, whether or not2.6

the rights were commercially exploited by the individual during the individual's lifetime.2.7

The rights are descendible to the executors, assigns, heirs, or devisees of the individual so2.8

protected by this section.2.9

Subdivision 1. Generally. A person who uses another individual's name, voice,2.21

merchandise, goods, or services; or2.25

(3) for purposes of fund-raising or soliciting donations, without the individual's prior2.26

consent, or, in the case of a minor, the prior consent of the minor's parent or legal guardian,2.27

or in the case of a deceased individual, the consent of the executor, administrator, heir, or2.28

devisee of such deceased individual, or an assignee of rights under section 564.02,2.29

is liable in a civil action.2.30

Subd. 2. Limitation. It is no defense to the unauthorized use defined in subdivision2.31

1 that the photograph includes more than one individual so identifiable if the individual or2.32

individuals complaining of the use are represented as individuals per se rather than solely2.33

as members of a definable group represented in the photograph.2.34

As part of a final judgment or decree, the3.19

court may order the destruction or other reasonable disposition of all materials found to3.20

have been made or used in violation of the individual's rights, and of all plates, molds,3.21

matrices, masters, tapes, film negatives, or other articles by means of which the materials3.22

may be reproduced.3.23

Subd. 4. Actual damages. An individual may recover the actual damages suffered3.24

as a result of the use of the individual's rights and profits that are attributable to the use or3.25

infringement that are not taken into account in computing the actual damages. Profit or3.26

lack thereof by the unauthorized use or infringement of an individual's rights is not criteria3.27

for determining liability. In establishing these profits, the injured party or parties shall be3.28

required to present proof only of the gross revenue attributable to the use, and the person3.29

who violated this section is required to prove the deductible expenses. Punitive damages3.30

may also be awarded to the injured party or parties. The prevailing party or parties in an3.31

action under this section shall also be entitled to attorney fees and costs.3.32
