1.7 Subdivision 1. Definition. For purposes of this section, "place of public accommodation"​

1.8 means a publicly or privately owned facility that is designed for occupancy by 200 100 or​

1.9 more people and is a sports or entertainment arena, stadium, theater, community or​

1.10 convention hall, special event center, indoor amusement facility or water park, or indoor​

1.11 swimming pool.​

1.12 EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective the day following final enactment.​

1.14 Subd. 3. Enforcement. Effective July 1, 2017, in a municipality that has not adopted​

1.16 this section in accordance with section 326B.107, subdivision 1.​
