Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 2010, section 609.321, subdivision 4, is amended to read:1.7

Subd. 4. Patron. "Patron" means an individual who hires or offers or agrees1.8

engages in prostitution by hiring, offering to hire, or agreeing to hire another individual to1.9

engage in sexual penetration or sexual contact.1.10

EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective August 1, 2011, and applies to crimes1.11

committed on or after that date.1.12

Sec. 2. Minnesota Statutes 2010, section 609.321, subdivision 8, is amended to read:1.13

Subd. 8. Prostitute. "Prostitute" means an individual who engages in prostitution1.14

by being hired, offering to be hired, or agreeing to be hired by another individual to1.15
