"Wireless1.9

telecommunications service provider" means a provider of commercial mobile services, as1.10

that term is defined in United States Code, title 47, section 332(d), including all broadband1.11

personal communications services, wireless radio services, and incumbent wide area1.12

specialized mobile radio licensees, that offers real-time, two-way service interconnected1.13

with the public switched telephone network and that is doing business in Minnesota.1.14

(a) Upon request of an investigative or law enforcement officer, a wireless1.18

telecommunications service provider shall provide call location information concerning1.19

the telecommunications device of the user to the requesting officer in order to respond1.20

to a call for emergency services or in an emergency situation that involves the risk of1.21

death or serious physical harm.1.22
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(b) Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary, nothing in this2.1
