Subd. 9. Open season; moratorium. Beginning June 30, 2013, there shall be

no open season for wolves unti-after-the-woltis-dehsted-under-thefederal Endangered
Speetes-Aet-of 1973 for a five-year period. After that time, the commissioner may

prescribe open seasons and restrictions for taking wolves but only if population

management is deemed necessary and other means for controlling the wolf population are

explored. The commissioner must provide opportunity for public comment.
