
Rule 209. Issues Raised by Answer-Reply

All facts alleged in an answer, which are not in accordance with the allegations of the application,
shall be considered at issue without reply by the applicant. But if the answer sets up rights admitted
in the application, or in a reply of the applicant, the hearing may proceed as in case of a default,
and the registration shall be subject to such rights.
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
