Caar, XXIV.—An Act to provide for laying ont Territoriul Roads In the Territory
of Minnesolu and for other purposes.

Be it rnacted by the Legislutive dssembly of the Territory of Min-
acsolu, That all Territorial roads to be hercafter located and estab-
Itshed within this Territory shall be viewed, surveyed, and establish-
cd, and returns wade thercof, agrecably to the provisions of this act,
within one year fron the passage of the act by which said rond or
roads may be granted or authorized to be laid out respectively.

Skc. 2. The commissioners appointed te locete and establish any
“Territorial road, shall cause the same to be corrcetly surveved and
marked from beginning throughout the whole distanee, by blazing
trees in the timber, by setting stakes in the prairies, cighty reds apart,
and properly marked. They shall establish mile posts, whick shall
be marked with 2 marking iron in regular progression of numbers of
auiles from the beginuing fo the termination of #aid roads, and shull
also cstablish posts at every angle in said roads, marking as afore-
said upon the samne and upon a tree in its vicinity, if any there be, the
bearing from the true meridian of the course, beginning at said angle
post, sct ay berein direeted, and note the bearing and Eistnnce of two
trees in opposite direction, if there be any in the vieinity, or any other
landmark from each anglo and nile post.

Sge. 3. The commmissioners and surveyor of vach road shall immake
n certifieil return of the survey and plat of the whole length of each
and every oad so laid ont. specifying in said return the width, depth,
and courxe of all streams, the position of all swamps and marshes, and

the face of the country gencrally, noting when timber and when prai- |

rie, nud the distance suid road shall have beon lucatod in each county.

Bre. 4. Soid return and plat shall be signed by a majority of the
commissioners and the surveyor of said road, end forwarded to the
Secretary of the Territory within thirty days after the view and survey
of the same, 1o bo by him recorded and preserved.  They shall also,
within sixty days, deposit in the office of the clerk of the board of
county comumissioners of each county through which said road shall
have been 1aid out and established, a copy of the return and plat as
aforesaid of so much of snid road as may be laid out and ostablished
in said county, to be thure recorded as aforesaid,

Src. 5, All Territorial roaids authorized 1o be Jaid out by any law
of the Territory, and not yet commenced, shall be laid out in the
manner preseribed in this act, and the emmissioners shall comply
with all the requisitions herein contained ; and further, the established
width of all Territorial, town, and eounty rouds, sball be sixty-six fect,
and the line run by the surveyors shall be the centre. of the road, un-
less otherwise described in the return. ] .

Bre. 8. When any road shall have been loeated and established
agrecably to the provisions of this act, the same shall be and forever
remain a public higliway. and shall be worked on by the counties
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through which it shall be laid cut, at such time as the county commis-
sioners shall order ; and no part of the expense of laving out and
establishing any T'erritorial road, or of the damages sustained by an
person or perscns in consequence of laying out any Territorial road,
shall be paid cut of the county trecasury, but such expenses shall be
paid out of the Torritorial treasury.

Sec. 7. That each road commissioner shall receive two dollars
per day, and each surveyor employed to lay out and establish any
road under the provisions of this act, shall receive such compensation
a3 may be allowed by law to the county surveyors in the several coun-
ties of this Territory, tho amount of which expense shall be paid out
of the Territorial treasury,

Sec. 8. That if any person or persons shall consider him, her, or
themselves aggrieved by laying out and establishing any T'erritorial
road through his, her, or their land, such person or pcrsons may pre-
fer his, her, or their complaint in writing to any judge or justice of the
peace ‘of this Territory, who shall appoint three disinterested persons,
treeholders, to assess the damages, if any, sustained by such com-’
plainant or comnplainants ; und the frecholders aforesaid shall meet,
and after having taken an oath or affirmation truly and impartially to
agsess the damages which said complainant or complainants will sus-
tain by reason of opening said 1oad, they shall proceed to examine
the road aforesaid through the land of the complainant or complain-
ants, and assess the damages sustained, if any; and in assessing said
damages said freeholders shall adjudge how much less valuable the
land or premises of the complainant or complainants will be rendered’
by opening said road, and they shall make out, certify, sign, and de-
liver a report of the same to the commissioners appointed to lay out
said road, and the commissioners shall certify the same, which sum
shall be paid out of the treasury of the Territory : Prorided, That
all complaints under the provisions of this section shall be made
within six months after the road complained of shall have been laid
out and established.

Sec. 9. So much of all laws nowin force as contravene the provi-
sions of this act are bereby repealed.

Ciar. XXV.—An Act to provide n%ainst tho traffic in Arnlent Spirits with tho
ndians.

Be it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the Territory of Min-
nesota, That if any tavern keeper, grocery keeper, or any other per-
son or persons, shall sell, give, barter, or in any manner dispose of any
spirituous liguors, or any other liquor of an intoxicating quality, to any
Indian or Indians within this Territory, every such person or persons
so offending shall be deemed guilty of o misdemeanor, and upon con-
viction thereof by indictment in any court having competent jurisdic-
tion to try the same, shall be imprisoned in the county jail for a period
of not less than thirty, nor more than ninety days, and shall forfeit and
pay to the use of the county in which the offence may have been com-
mitted, a fine of not less than one huyndred, nor more than five hun-
dred dollars; and in case of the refusal or neglect of the person so
convicted to pay the fine above specified, he shall be, in addition to
the imprisonment above imposed, confined in the county jail one day
for every two dollars thereof until said fine shall be discharged.

Sec. 2. In all cases of conviction under this act, if there be no jail
