CHAPTER XLVIL

An Act to abolish IFmprisonment for Debt and for other
purposes.

8xerrow 1. After tho passage of this act no person in this Territory shall be
subject to imprisonment for debt.
2. Cases of fraud or toncealment of goods,
3. Laws authorizing imprisonment for debt are hereby repealed.

Be it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the Terrvilory of Minnesola:

Secrion 1. That from and after the of this act, no person in
this Territory shall be subject to imprisonment %or debt or arrest, under or
bﬁv virtue of any process issuing from any court, tribunal or functionary
therein, on account of any debt, judgement, pecuniary liability, or derand,
due or claimed to be due by any citizen or citizens of this Territory, or to
any citizen or citizens of any State or Territory of the United Btates; or
of any citizen or citizens, subject or eubjects of any foreign State, Princi-
pality, Kingdom or Empire, unless the same shall be for a fine im
imposed by a court or jury having jurisdiction, of the offence or offender
for the commission of a specified crime or misdemeaner, whereof the de-
linquent shall have been previously convicted after a trial before some com-
pelent tribunal: Provided, That nothing contained in this act shall be
construed 80 a8 to deprive any court or judge thereof, of the right to
punish summarily for contempt, without the intervention of a jury, by fine
or imprisonment, or both, in the discretion of said court or judge.

Sxc. 2. Be it further enacted, That in all cases where the plaintiff or
complainant ghall seck to charge the defendant with fraud, the conceal-
ment of goods, property or money, or with bad faith, touchi::lf an
pecuniary or business transaction , such plaintiff or complainant shall in all
wach cases, ba left to his suit against the defendant in and by which, in
his pleadings he shall Chm%e the defendant with such fraud, concealment,
&e., &c., in a5 clear and distinct a manner as the case shall permie, to
which the defendant shall anawer or plead, and the facts arising or elicited
upon such pleadings, and the accorupanying evidence shall be submitted to
the jury as io criminal cases.

- Territory, passed by the Legislative Assembly thereof, authorizing the
imprisonment or arrest of any debtor, or the isuance of any writ of capias
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ad aatisfaciendam, or execution against the body, together with all laws
in conflict with this act, be and :E:sama are hereay repealed.
