Secriox 1. That the Board of Regents of the University of Minne- 1., vogds
sota, are hereby empowered to issue bonds in the name of the said Uni-
versity, of Mionesots, and under the corpornte seal of said Uni-
versity signed by the President and attested by the Secretary of the said
Board of 1legents, and payable at such times, and in such manner, as the
satd Board moy deem best, to su amount not exeeeding the som of fificen
thousand dollars with interest thereon at arate not exceeding twelve per
vent per annum of asid sum, five thousand dollars to e applied in
Yiquidation of & debi inenrred in the purchase of a sits for said University,
