Whereas, The common council of the city of St.

Be it resolved, by the common council of the city of
St. Paul, That this city will jssuc to the Lake Supe-
rior and Mississippi Railrond Company the bonds of
anid city, with coupons attached, payable in the city of
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New York,.to tho amount of two hundred and fifty
thousand dollars, in sums of five hundred and one
thousand dollars each, redcemable as follows : Seventy-
five thousand dollars in twenty years, seventy-five
thousand dollars in twenty-five years, and one hun-
dred thousand dollars in thirty ycars after the date
thereof, bearing interest, payable semi-annually, at the
rate of six per cent. per annum, as a bonus to insure
the building of said road, in as near a direct line from
St. Paul to’ Lake Superior as practicable, keeping the
general line within the limits of the State; said praec-
ticable line to be fixed by the enginecr of said com-
pany, said bonds to be issued to said railroad company
upon the completion of said railroad, with cars run-
ning thercon, with suitable engines to move passengers
and fireight from St. Paul to Lake Superior. Provided,
That work shall be commenced on said railroad by the
first day of July, 1864, and shall be completed within
five years thereafter, and that twenty miles of said

words written or printed thereon, ‘¢ For aid to ruil-
road from St. Paul to Lake Superior,” and those desir-
ing to vote against such resolution, by ballot, with the
words written or printed thereon, ¢ Against aid to
railroad from St. Paul to Lake Superior;” that the re-
turns of said election shall be made and canvassed in
like manner as returns for elections for officers of said
