Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota :

Section 1. That the trustees of the villagze of Man- To 1asm0 bopds
kato are heréby authorized to levy a2 tax or to issue honds —for what pur-
in amount sufficient to pay for the right of way and for de- ****
pot grounds, or either, within the limits of said village for
any railrond or raiivoads coming into or passing through
the snme.

if the question to be voted upon be the levy of said tax,
then those voting in favor of such levy, shall have written
or printed upon Their ballots, *¢For levy of tax,” and those
voting against the same shall have written or prmted upon
their ballots «¢ Against levy of tax.”

Sec. 4. The voting shall be done at the usual place of
holding charter clections in said viillage, and shall be con-
ducted by tho same officers and in the same manner as
other village elections, and the result of such election shall
be certified to the said village trustees, who shall publish-
the same, and if a majority of said votes shall be in favor
of the issue of said bonds, or the levy of said tax, as the
case may be, the tax shall be levied or the bonds issued
a.ccmdmnrly, not otherwise. Provided, That the vote
herein guthorized shall take place after both the route and
depot grounds shall have been actually located, and any
tax levied by virtue of this act shall accord with tha assess-
ment roll last preceding such levy. Should the said vil--
lage of Mankato be hereafter incorporated under a city
churter, tho powers conferred by this act upon the trustees”
of suid village, may then be exercised by the corporate au-
thorities of the city of Mankato.

Sec. 5. This act shall be a general act and shall take:
effect and be in force from and alter ita passage.
