A JOINT RESOLUTION IN REFERENCE TO THE REMONETIZATION OF
SILVER.

Waereas, The House of Representatives of the Congress of the
United States has recently, by a large majority, passed a bill to restore
to silver coin the legal-tender character, for all amounts, which 1t pos-
sessed from the foundation of our government down to the year one thou-
" sand eight hundred and seventy-two (1872), and the said bill is now
. pending betore the United States Senate; therefore,

Be it resolved by the Legislature of the State of Minnesola :

FIRST.

That our Senators in the Congress of the United States are hereby
requested to use all proper efforts to secure the passage of the said bill
at as early a date as practicable.

BECOND,

That they are also requested to secure such legislation as will enable
all parties owning silver byllion to have the same coined at the mints of
the United States, and without regard to the amount of silver coin in
circulation.

THIRD.

That it shall be the duty of the Secretary of State to forward copies
of this preamble and resolution to our Senators in Congress.
