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CHAPTER CCCXXIL .
AN ACT RELATING TQ LANDS GRANTED TGO THE MINNESOTA
NORTHERN RAILROAD COMPANY.

Be it enccted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

SecrionN 1. The swamp lands heretofore granted to the Minne-
sota Northern Railroad Company to aid said company in the
construction of its proposed railroad from Fergus Falls to the
Northern Pacific Railroad and which by the terms of the grant
thereof were authorized to be selected by said company out of
swanp lands belonging to the state, previously granted and forfeited,
or which might thereafter hecome forfeited to the state, shall be
selected in the manner provided in theseveral acts and amendments
thereto hy which sueh lands were originally granted, by the state
for the selection thereof in case the purposes of such original grants
had been fulfilled.

Sec. 2. The time in which said railroad is required to be built
in order to entitle said eompany to said lands is hereby extended one
vear, and the lands heretofore granted, or which may hereatter be
donated to said company to aid in the construction of said railroad
ghall be taxable so soon as and not until the same are sold or con-
tracted to be sold by said company.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after
its passage.

" CHAPTER CCOXXIIL

AN ACT RELATING TO THE CONSTRUCTION OF DIVISION OR LINE
FENCES IN DAKOTA COUNTY, STATE OF MINNESOTA.

Be it enacted by the chz’slateu‘-e of the State of Minnesota.

SectioN 1. Any owner or occupant of land in the county of
Dakota, state of Minnesota, where cattle are not allowed to run at
large, may, at his own cost, construct a fence on the division line
between his lands and those of an adjoining owner or occupant,
and he shall be and remain the sole owner thereof, and may re-

, move the same at any time,
