CHAPTER 63.

AN ACT TO AMEND SECTION ONE (1), OF CHAPTER ONE
HUNDRED AND FORTY-SIX (146), OF THE SPECIAL LAWS OF
EIGHTEEN HUNDRED AND SEVENTY-TWO (1872}

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the Staie of Minnesota.

SecrroN 1. That section one (1), of chapter one hundred and forty-
six (146), of the special laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-two
(1872), be and is herehy amended, by striking out the word ““Whipple”’
and insgert in lieu thereof, the word “*Minnewaska.”

SEc. 2. This act shall take effect and be in torce from and after its
passage.

CHAPTER 64.

AN ACT TO AMEND SECTION ONE (1), OF CHAPTER THREE HUN-
DRED AND FORTY-FIVE (345, OF THE SPECIAL LAWS OF THE
REGULAR SESSION OF ONE THOUSAND EIGHT HUNDKED AND
EIGHTY-ONE (1881), RELATING TO THE CATCHING OF FISH IN LE
SUEUR COUNTY.

Re it enacted bﬁ the Legislature of the State of Minnesota :

Seorrow 1. That section one (1), of chapter three hundred and
forty-five (345,) of the special laws of the regular session of A, D. one
thousand eight hundred and eighty-one (1881), being an actentitled, an
aet relating to the catching of fish in Le Sueur county, be and the same
is hereby amended, so that said section one (1) shall read as follows: No
person or persons shall hereafter cateh, capture, spear, shoot or in gmy
manner destroy or take, except by angling with a hook and line, any
fish or fishes during the months of December, January, February,
March and up to April tenth (10th), of each and every year, within the
waters of lakes or streams situated wholly or partly in Le Sueur county,
Minnesota. Provided the above shall not apply to the Minnesota
River.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
passage.
