eight hundred and sixty-two (1862), and for moneys duc
her by the soldiers and lost on the person of Sergeant
Findly, killed by the Indians. °

CHAPTER 244.

AN ACT TO REIMBURSE I. H. McKUSICK FOR EXTPENSES
INCURRED IN A CONTESTED E_]LECTION.

Be it enqcted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

That the sum of one thousand (1,000) dollars
be and the same is hereby appropriated to L. H. McKusick
out of any moneys, in the state treasury not otherwise
appropriated, to reimburse him for moneys expended in
the contested election case of William H. Wynkoopagainst
L. H. McKusick, for a seat in the house of representatives,
for the year one thousand eight hundred and eighty five
(1885).
