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CHAPTER 382.
["H, F. No. 702.]

AN ACT TO ESTABLISH THE SALABIES OF CERTAIN OFFICERS IN .
THE CITY OF SAINT PAUL.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota :

SECTION 1. That for the faithful discharge of the duties of their
respective offices, the following named city officers of the city of
Saint Paul shall receive per annum, payable in equal monthly install-
ments out of the city treasury, the amounts herein specified, viz.:

Chief of the fire department of the city of Saint Paul, thirty-five
hundred (3,500) dollars per annum.

Second assistant engineer of the fire department twelve hundred
(1,200) dollars per annum.

The clerk of the board of fire commissioners shall receive such
compensation as the board of fire commissioners may from time to
time fix and determine.

The chief of police of the city of Saint Paul, thirty-five hundred
(3,500) dollars per annum, and at any tirae while the senior captain
of police may discharge the duties of chief of police, he shall receive
the same compensation as the chief of police.

The senior captain of police, two thousand (2,000) dollars per
annum, other captains of police fourteen hmndred (1,400) dollars per
annum.

The chief detective, two thousand (2,000) dollars per annum.
The judge of the municipal court, three thousand (3,000) dollars

per annum.
The clerk of the municipal court, eighteen hundred (1,800) dollars

per annum.
The judge of the municipal court may designate one of the bailiffs

of said court to do duty as assistant clerk, and while so discharging
said duties shall receive compensation at the rate of twelve hundred
(1,200) do31ars per annum.

The superintendent of the fire alarm telegraph of the city of Saint
Paul, two thousand (2,000) dollars per annum.

The superintendent of the patrol fire alarm of the -city of Saint
Paul, shall receive as compensation for himself and all assistants
necessary to properly work said system and for keeping the same in
repair and in working order, thirty-five hundred (3,500) dollars per
annum.

The clerk of the city of Saint Paul shall receive such compensation,
as the common council-may from time to time fix and determine.

The city comptroller shall receive a salary of thirty-five hundred
(3,500) dollars per annum, and shall be entitled to receive an addi-
tional sum of twenty-five hundred (2.500) dollars per annum for clerk
hire.
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The term of the municipal judge is hereby extended until the
municipal election in the year one thousand eight hundred and ninety
(1890).

SEC. 2. The common council of the city of Saint Paul are hereby
authorized to increase the compensation of all policemen, and to au-
thorize the board of fire commissioners to increase the compensation
of all firemen two (2) dollars per month each.

SEC. 3. All acts and parts of acts contravening the provisions of
this act are hereby repealed.

SEC. 4. This act shall take effect and 'be in force from and after
its passage.

AN ACT DEFINING THE DUTIES OK THE TOWN TREASURER OF THE
TOWN OF MORRISTOWN, RICE COUNTY, MINNESOTA, IN CERTAIN
CASES, AND REPEALING CHAPTER FIFTY-ONE (61) OF THE SPE-

' C1AL LAWS OF THE YEAR ONE THOUSAND EIGH-T HUNDRED AND
SEVENTY-NINE (1879).

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota :

SECTION 1. The town treasurer, and his successors in office, of the
town of Morristown, Bice county, Minnesota, is hereby authorized
and directed toJiold in his hands, and under his control, all moneys
now in his possession or under his control, belonging to the village of
Morristown, under and by virtue of the provisions o£ chapter fifty-one

'(51) of the special laws of the year one thousand eight hundred and
seventy-nine (1879), The said moneys to be kept separate from the
town funds, and be kept credited to the "Morristown village fund,"
and to be paid to the village treasurer of the village of Morristown,
when elected or appointed to said office, on demand, at any time be-
fore the first (1st) day of July, A. D. one thousand eight hundred and
seventy-nine (1879).

SEC. 2. That chapter fifty-one (51) of the'special laws of one
thousand eight hundred and seventy-nine (1879) be, and the same is
hereby repealed.

SEC. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after
its passage.
