CHAPTER 25l.

[H. F. No. 602.]

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE VILLAGE OF TW(Q HARBORS, IN THE
QOUNTY OF LAKF, AND STATE OF MINNESQOTA, TO CONSTRUCT
AND MAINTAIN WATER WORKS AND TO ISSUE BONDS TO PAY
FOR THE SAME.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota :

SEcrioN 1. That for the purpose of defraying the cost and expense
of constructing water works for the village of Two Harbors in the
county of Liake, and for the purpose of defraying the cost and ex-
pense of acquiring such property as may be necessary for such con-
struction, and for the purpose of defraying the cist and expense of

urchasing the necessary machinery end apparatus therefor, the vil-
age of Two Harbors is hereby authorized and empowered to issue
its bonds to be called “Village of Two Harbors Water Works Bonds,”
to an amount not exceeding twenty thousand (20,000) dollars, in de-
nominations of not less than one hundred (100) dollars nor more
than one thousand (1,000) dollars bearing interest at a rate not exceedin
five (5) per cent per annum, payable semi-annually, the prineipal of saig
bonds to mature and becoms payable in twenty (20) years from the
date thereof, the several installments of interest aceruing upon such
bonds shall be evideneced by coupons thereto a.ttaehe%, and such
bonds and coupons shall be signed by the president of said village
and attested by the recorder of said village.

No such bonds shall be sold or in any manner disposed of by said
village or by said board of trustees at leas than their par value; nor
shall such bonds be issued until a majority of the legal voters of said
village present and voting at any annual or specisal election of said
village, shall, in the manner hereinafter provided, anthorize and de-
termine that the same be issued.

SEC. 2. Whenever said board of trustees shall determine to issue
any such bonds, it shall adopt and enter upon its records a resolution
getting forth the purpose for which such bonds are to be issued, the
number and denominations of such bonds to be so i1ssued, the rate of
interest thereon and how payable, the time or times when the prinei-
pal of such bonds will become due and paysable, and shall also deter-
mine the time when the question of the approval or rejection of such
resolution and of the issuing of such bonds will be submitted to the
legal voters of said village for their determination and shall, if such
question of the issning such bonds is not submitted at the annual
village election of smid village, order a special election to be held
within said village upon a day to be designated in such resolution for
the purpose of submitting such question to such voters and thereapon
the village recorder of said village shall cause a copy of such resolu-
tion, together with & nofice of the fime and place of holding such
election and the question to be submitted and voted wpon at such

election fo be posted up in at least three (3) public and conspicuous
Pplaces in said village at least ten (10) days prior tothe day of holding
such election.

Sec. 3. The voters at any such eloction voting in favor of the
approval of such resolution and the issuing of such bonds, shall use
printed or written, or partly printed and partly written ballots which
shall read as follows: “For the approval of the resolution of the board
of trustees anthorizing the issne and sale of the bonds of the village
of Two Harbors in thesgam of &.......... , for the construction of
waterworks in said village—yes”, and those voting against the ap-
provel of such resolution end the iszuing of such bouds, shell use
printed or written, or partly printed and partly written ballots which
shall read as follows: “For the approval of the resoclution of the board
of trustees anthorizing the issue and sale of the bonds of the village
of Two Harbors in the sum of 3.......... , for the construction of
waterworks in seid village—no.” If a majority of the votes cast at
any such election shall be i favor of the spproval of such resolution
and the issuing of such bonds, then the said beard of frustezs may
issue such bonds, in the amount and upoa the terms and conditions in
such resolution apecified. If & majority of such votes shall be against
such approval and issuing such bounds, then ssid board of trustees
ghall not issue such bonds; provided, however, that if a majority of
such votes shall be against the approval of such resolution and the
issuing of such bonds, the same or another resolution authorizing the
issue of the bonds for the purpose herein specified, may at any time
after the expiration of six (6) months, be again submitted to a vote of
the legal volers of said village, in the merner herein provided.

Sea. 4. The board of trustees of said village shall make pro-
visions by the levying of taxes for the payment of such bonds and
interest, as they shall mature.

8ec. 5. This sct shall take effect and be in force from and after ite
passage.
