"W. Johnson, by paying to them or to the present holders
of two notes made by them, one Cor fifteen thousand (15,000) dollars
and the other for forty thousand (40,000) dollars, dated September
seventh (7th), eighteen hundred and eighty-seven (1887), and each
due eighteen months after date, the sum of fifty-five thousand (55,-
000) dollars, advanced for the soldier's home of the state of Minnesota,
pursuant to and upon the faith of a resolution passed by the said city
council on the second (2ml) day of September, eighteen hundred and
eighty-seven (1887); and that said sum be paid out of the permanent
improvement fund of said city.

CHAPTER 343.
[H. P. No. 766.]

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MIN-
NEAPOLIS TO APPROPRIATE MONEY FOR THE PURCHASE OF A
CERTAIN BUILDING THEREIN NAMED FOR ARMORY AND POLICE
DRILL HALL PURPOSES.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

SECTION 1, The city council of the city of Minneapolis is hereby
authorized and empowered to appropriate from the general fund of
said city out of any moneys therein not otherwise appropriated, an
amount not exceeding the sum of ten thousand (10,000) dollars for the
purchase by eaid city of .that certain buildicg therein located upon
lot nine (9) in block two hundred and thirty (230) in Brown and

' Jaekin's addition to Minneapolis, and known as the "armory build-
ing," for use as an armory and for police drill hall purposes.

SEC. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
passage.
