CHAPTER 363.

AN ACTTO BEPARATE THE VILLAGES OF TACKSON AND LAKEFIELD
IN THE QOUNTY OF JACESON, MINNESOTA, FROMTHE TOWNSHIFS
IN WHICH THEY ARE SITUATED.

Be ¥f enacled by the Legislalure of tie State of Alinnesola:

Srorion L. The villages of Jackson and Lakefield in the connty of
Jackson, Minnesota, are ﬁereby declared to be respectively separate
election districts for all purposes and to he separabe amd dietimet in
all respects and for all purposes from the townshipsin which they ate
respectively sitneted; and eack of said villages are hereby autherized
to fix by ordinance the place of holding general elections therein, snd
shall at least thirty (30) days prior to any general election, appoint
three (3) quelified voters of the village who shall be judges of elec-
tion therein, and the judges so selected shall appoint two gualified
electors of sch district to act as ¢lerks of olaetion thersin.

Sec. 2. Fach of said villages shall elect sn sssessor at the next
election for village officers who shell qualify and possess tke powers
of village assessor and make aesessment ss provided by section eigh-
teen (18), chapter one handred and forty-five(145), of the general laws
of eightesn hundred and eighty-five (1885).

Szc.3. In case of eoy existing indebtedness against the town in
which either of ssid villages is sitmated, evidenced by eny form of
obligation it shall be the duty of the county aaditor of said ecounty to
apportion for the purpese of taxstion the respective lability of such
towr end village which shell bs spporfiored in propertion to the ex-
isting valuetion of resl estate in such town and village respectively, as
appears by the last assessment and thereafier ss such obligations
mature, [{ shall be the duty of the anditor to extend & tax for the
purpose of meeting such obligation, sgainst the property of snch town
ard village respectively, upon a besis of saeh apportionments; pro-
vided, that the division of property of the town inwhich sither of said
villages is situated shall ba divided on the basis of the assessed valu-
atiom of the taxable property of the whole townghip at the time of such
separation, end the village and the town respectively skall share of
the property and momeys of sach town ss the assessed valuation of
Teal estale within smch village snd town respectively bears to the ag-
grepate valuation of the real estate of the whole township st the time
of such separation, the list assessments to be taken as the basis for
such division.

Sec. £ This act shall taks =fect and be in force from and after its
passage
