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place designated by said council; yet, except as to rlio number of
judges, it shall be conducted as if it were held in the sevrral \vards or
separate election precincts as provided by the act of incorporation of
said city,

SEC. 4. Section nineteen (19), chapter three (3) of said act is
amended by adding thereto the following: Provided, Tioiveeer, any-
thing herein to the contrary notwithstanding, that no alderman shall
receive, either directly or indirectly, any compensation for his ser-
vices.

SEO. 5. All parts of said act inconsistent with the provisions herein
contained are hereby repealed.

SEC. 6. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
passage.

AN ACT TO AMEND "AN ACT AMENDING CHAPTER TWO (2) OP THE
SPECIAL LAWS OP THE STATE OF MINNESOTA FOR THE YEAR
ONE THOUSAND EIGHT HUNDRED AND EIGHTY-SEVEN (1687),
ENTITLED 1AN ACT TO DEFINE THE BOUNDARIES OF, AND ES-
TABLISH A MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENT FOR, THE CITY OF DU-
LUTK.' APPROYED MARCH TWO (2), ONE THOUSAND EIGHT
HUNDRED AND EIGHTY-SEVEN (1887), AS AMENDED BY CHAPTERS
NINETEEN (19), NINETY-SIX (9G) AND THREE HUNDRED AND FOUR
(301) OF THE SPECIAL LAWS OF THE YEAR ONE THOUSAND
EIGHT HUNDKED AND EIGHTY-NINE (1889)."

Be it enacted by tTie Legislature oftfia State of Minnesota:

SECTION 1. That section thirty-five (35) of an act of the legislature
of the state of Minnesota entitled "An acfc amending Chapter two (2)
of the Special Laws of the state of Minnesota for the year one thous-
and eight hundred and eighty-seven (.1887); entitled 'An act to define
the boundaries of, and establish a municipal government for, the ci ty of
Dnlnth/ approved March two (2), one thousand eight hundred and
eighty-seven (1887), as amended by Chapters nineteen (19), ninety six
(96') and three hundred and four (304) of the Special Laws of the year
one thousand eight hundred and eighty-nine (1889)," be and the same
is hereby amended by striking therefrom the words "if the common
council and the owners of any water or light plant which said common
council may deem it advisable to purchase cauuot agree upon a just
and reasonable price to be paid for said plants, the city of Duluth
may acquire said plants by condemnation in the same way that other
property may be acquired by said city under the provisions of chap-
ter six (6) of the city charter," and is also amended by striking out
the words "purchase or condemnation," wherever they appear in
said section, and inserting in lieu thereof the words "purchase or
erection.'1

SEO. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after
its passage.
