That section eight (8) of Chapter three hundred and
eleven (311) of the Special Laws of one thousand eight hundred and
seventy-nine {1879), being an act to regulate tho salary, compénsation
and fees of the county officers of the county of Houston, approved
March fourth (4th), one thousand eight hundred and seventy-nine
{1879), being Chapter three hundred and eleven (311) of the Special
Laws of one thousand eight hundred and seventy-nine (1879}, be and
the same is hereby amended &0 a8 to read as follows:

Sec. 8. The fees and salaries hereinbefore named shall be in full
for all the gervices of the above named officers, including clerk hire,
and the salaries ghall be paid in monthly installments, by warrant
drawn by the county aunditor on the county treasurer of said county.

8ec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after
the first (1st) day of January, one thousand eight hundred and ninety-
three (1893).

MINNESOTA.

RBe it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesola:

SecrroN 1. It shall be unlawful for any person or persons to allow
cattle, horses, mules, sheep or swine or other domestic animals, owned
by such person or persons, or of which such persou or persons having
control or may be in possession, to run at large upon any highway or
upon the lande of any other person or persong, in the township of
Money Creek, in the county of Houston, state of Minnesota, during
any season of the year, unless they are properly herded.

Any person or persons who shall violate or neglect the
provisions of section one (1) of this act shall be liable for all damages
that may be cansed in consequence of the tregpass of such animal or
animals.
