And such
clerk so appointed shall take such oath and give such
bond as provided by law for the clerks of the district
court, and lie shall be entitled to all fees and emoluments
of the office during the time he shall act as such clerk.

SEC. 2. All acts of such person so appointed shall
nave the same force and effect in all courts and places
as if performed by such clerk.

SEC. 3. This act shall takeeffect and be in force from
and after its passage.

«rtifi- An act legalizing sheriff's certificates issued on mort-
g£g£ foreclosure safes.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the state of Minne-

sota:

t. SECTION 1. Thatsheriff's certificates issued on mort-
gag'e foreclosure sales which are duly signed and con-
tain a clause in the following language: "In witness
whereof I have hereunto set my hand and seal," or
words equivalent thereto, but which do not contain
the sheriff's seal, are hereby declared to be legal and
valid and the record thereof effectual to all intents and
purposes as if such conveyance had been executed with
such seal: Provided that tliis act shall not apply to
or affect any pending action brought to set aside such
certificate or mortgage or to recover land affected
thereby.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage.
