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of one hundred dollars or more unless the same be evidenced
by a voucher signed by or on Liehalf of the person, firm, or
corporation receiving the money and correctly describing the
consideration for the payment. [If the expenditure be for
both services and disbursements the voucher shall set forth
the services rendered and an itemized statement of the dis-
bursements made. Ii the expenditures be in connection with
any matter pending before any legislature or public body, or
hefore any department or officer of anv state or government,
the voucher shall correctly describe, in addition, the nature
of the matter and of the interest of such company therein.
When such voucher cannot be ahtained the expenditure shall
be evidenced by an affidavit describing the character and ob-
ject of the expenditure and stating the reason for not abtain-
ing such voucher.

Sec. 2. Al acts and parts of acts inconsistent with the
provisions of this act are hereby repealed.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage.

CHAPTER 418, T'. No. 162

An et defining the status of persons soliciting life in-
surance.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Mianesota:

Person soliciting to be regarded as agent of com-
pany.—Section 1. Any person who shall solicit an applica-
tion for insurance upon the life of another shall, in any con-
troversy between the assured or his beneficiary and the com-
pany issuing any policy upon such app'ication, be regarded
as the ageent of the company and not the agent of the assured.

Sec. 2. Al acts and parts of acts inconsistent with the
provisions of this act are hereby repealed.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect and he in force from
and after its passage.
