JOINT RESOLUTION No. 4—H. F. No. 29,

Memorialising congress and the navy departinent of the United
States to establish a hydro-aeroplane training station at Duluth,
Minnesota, : ’

WHEREAS, Portions of the northeastern parft of Minnesota, on
account of the natural growth of timber thereon, is liable to be
swept by forest fires, producing great loss of property and shocking
disaster in the destruction of human life; and

WHEREAS, By hydro-aeroplane patrol the danger in connection
with forest fires can-be to a very great extent minimized;

Be IT TuererorReE RESOLVED, By the house of representatives of
the state of Minnesota, the senate concurring, that congress and the
navy department of the United States be, and the same are, hereby
urgently petitioned and requested to establish a hydro-aeroplane
traiping station at Duluth, Minnesota, at which station a part of
the training therein shall consist of locating and reporting the ex-
istence of forest fires,

Be It FurrHER ResoLvip, That a duly authenticated copy of
this resolution be transmitted to the speaker of the house of repre-
sentatives of the United States: that another be transmitted to the
president of the senate and congress of the United States, and also
that copies be sent to each representative of the state of Minnesota
in the United States senate and the house of representatives.
