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Sec. 8. Enforcement. The Commissioner of Agriculture,
Dairy and Food shall enforce the provisions of this act and
in 80 doing shall have all the power and authority granted him
under Chapter 495, Laws of 1921, as amended.

Sec. 9. Minimum standards. The standards herein set
forth shall be considered as minimum standards only, Noth-
ing in this act shall be construed to prevent any municipality
from providing by ordinance more stringent or compreéhensive
standards than are contained herein.

Sec. 10. Violations and penalties. Any person violating
any of the provisions of this act shall be deemed guilty of a
misdemeanor. ‘

CHAPTER 385—S. F. No. 898
An act relating to the bond of the State Treasurer.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section I. State treasurer; bond as trustee. When the
District Court appoints the State Treasurer as trustee of a
charitable trust, however created, the bond of the State Treas-
urer for the faithful discharge of his official duties shall stand
