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CHAPTER 539—S8. F. No. 858

An act relating to legislative districts; amending Minne-
sota Statutes -1941, Sections 2.40, 2.41, and 2.45.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1941, Section 2.40, is’
amended to read as follows:

2.40. Thirty-seventh district. The thirty-seventh district
shall be composed of the first ward and the first, second, third,
fourth, and fifth precinets of the ninth ward of the city of
St. Paul and shall be entitled to elect one senator and two
representatives. .

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The first precinct of the first ward and the first, second,"
third, fourth, end fifth precincts of the ninth ward shall con-
stitute one district and shall be entitled to elect one repre-
sentative; and

The second, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh, eighth,
ninth, tenth, eleventh, and twelfth precincts of the first ward
shall constitute one district and shall be entitled to elect one
representative,

Sec. 2. Minnesota Statutes 1941, Section 2.41, is amended
to read as follows:

2.41. Thirty-eighth district. The thirty-eighth district
shall be composed of the eighth ward and the sixzth, seventh,
eighth, ninth, and tenth precincts of the ninth ward and the
third, fourth, fifth, and tenth precincets of the twelfth ward in
the city of St. Paul and shall be entitled to elect one senator
and two representatives. :

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The fifth, sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth, tenth, eleventh,
twelfth, and thirteenth precincts of the eighth ward and the
stxth, seventh, eighth, ninth, and tenth precincts of the ninth
ward shall constitute one district and shall be entitled to elect
one representative; and

The first, second, third, aud fourth precincts of the eighth
. ward and .the third, fourth, fifth, and tenth precincts of the
twelfth ward shall constitute one district and shall be entitled
to elect one representative.

" Sec. 3. Minnesota Statutes 1941, Section 2.45, is amended
to read as follows:
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2.45. Forty-second district. The forty-second district
shall be composed of the tenth and eleventh wards, and the
first, second, sixth, seventh, eighth, and ninth precinets of the -
twelfth ward of the city of St. Paul and all of Ramsey County
outside of the city of St. Paul lying west of Rice Street, pro-
duced north to the north line of Ramsey county and shall be
entitled to elect one senator and two representatives.

" The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The eleventh ward and the first and second precincts of
. the twelfth ward shall constitute one district and shall be
entitled to elect one representative; and ..

The tenth ward and the sixzth, seventh, sighth, and ninth
precinets of the twelfth ward and all of Ramsey county out-
side of the city of St. Paul lying west of Rice Street, produced
north to the north county line of Ramsey county ‘shall con-
stitute one district and shall be entitled to elect one repre-
sentative.

CHAPTER 540—8. F. No. 879

An act relating to the operation of cooperative savings and
credit associations termed eredit unions, amending Minnesota
Statutes 1941, Sections 52.05, 52.06, 52.09 and 52.10 os
amended by Laws 1948, Chapter 647.

BRe it énac_ted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1941, Section 52.05, is
amended to read as follows:

52.06. Membership. Credit union membership shall con-
gist of the incorporators and such other persons as may be
elected to membership and subsecribe to at least one share, pay

. the initial installment thereon and the entrance fee. Organ-
izations, incorporated or otherwise, composed for the most
part of the same general group as the credit union member-
ship may be members. Credit unions operating under the
provisions of this chapter, or operating in this state under
the provisions of the federal eredit union act, may be mem-
bers. . Credit union organization shall be limited to groups, of
both large and small membership, having a common bond of
