St. Louis and Itasca counties, removal of
snow. In any county in this'state now or hereafter having a
population of not, less than 175,000 nor more than 225,000 and
having a land area of more than 5,000 square miles, and in any
county having over 83,000 and less than 385,000 inhabitanis
according to the 1950 federal eensus and an assessed valuation
over $20,000,000, the board of county commissioners of any
such county shall have authority and may by resolution provide
for removal of snow from roadways as hereinafter provided,
and upon such conditions and terms and under such restric-
tions as the board may deem proper.

An act guthorizing a tax levy by cerfain counties to be
used for roads and bridges on appoved federal aid projects.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Itasca county, tax levy. In any county hav-
ing over 83,000 and Jless than 35,000 inhabitants according to
the 1950 federal census and an assessed valuation over $20,-
000,000, the county board may levy a tax of not to exceed five
mills to be used for construction or reconstruction of roads and
bridges on approved federal aid projects. Such levy is to be in
addition to any and all other levies authorized by the laws of
this state and may be made for the years 1953 and 1954.
