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which the land lies, a certified copy of the declaration of re-
version and proof of service.

Any city of the first elass now or hereafter having a popu-
lation of 450,000, or over, or its Board of Park Commissioners,
which has aequired tax-forfeited land for o specified public use
pursuant to the terms of this section, may convey said land in
exchange for other land of substantially equal worth located
in said city of the first class, provided that the land conveyed to
said city of the first class now or hereafter having a population
of 450,000, or over, or its Board of Park Commissioners, in ex-
change shall be subject to the public use and reversionary pro-
vistons of this section; the tax-forfeited land so conveyed shall
thereafter be free and discharged from the public use and re-
yersionary provisions of this section, provided that said ezx-
change shall in no way affect the mineral or mineral rights of
the state of Minnesota, if any, in the lands so exchanged.

An act relating to clerk hire in the office of auditor, treas-
urer and probate court in certain counties.

Be it enacted by theLegislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Clerk hire, Winona county. In any county
in this state now or hereafter having a population of not less
than 39,000, nor more than 42,000 inhabitants, according to
the 1950 federal census and containing more than 19 and less
than 23 full and fractional congressional townships and having
an area of not less than 600 nor more than 700 square miles,
the amount of annual clerk hire for the office of county auditor
ghall be $11,000.00 and the amount of annual clerk hire for
the office of county treasurer shall be $7,000.00 and the
amount of annual clerk hire for the office of the probate court
shall be $5,500.00, and such additional sums as may be allowed
by the board of county commissioners.
