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Subd. 19. Separable provisions. It is the intent of the
legislature that the provisions of this act are separable and if
any provision shall be held unconstitutional, such decision
shall not affect the remainder of this act.

Section 1. [144.075] Cup vending machines, inspec-
tion. The state board of health shall provide for the inspection
of cup vending machines, and similar dispensing devices where
food or beverages are dispensed for sale to the public. The
purpose of such inspection shall' be protection of the public
health, and the elimination of hazards to health resulting from
dispensing devices that are operated in an unsanitary manner
or designed so that the public health may be injured. Such in-
spection shall be made at such times and under circumstances
as the board of health may determine.
