An act relating to retirment allowances for employees of
cities of the first class.

Be it eénacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1, Court reporter, cities first class, retirement
allowance. Any stenographic reporter employed by a mu-
nicipal court in any city of the first class which has a retire-
ment system established pursuant to the provisions of Chapter
422, Minnesota Statutes 1949, and who becomes a contributing
member of such fund and who leaves the service of such city
and becomes a stenographic reporter of the county in which
such city of the first class is located, shall have the option of
retaining his membership in such retirement system estab-
lished pursuant to Chapter 422, Laws of Minnesota 1949, not-
withstanding the provisions of Chapter 853, Minnegota Stat-
utes 1949, and such election shall be made within 60 days
thereof, at which time it shall be final and irrevocable.

Sec. 2. Transfer to county. The cost of the retire-
ment allowances or ther benefits for any such stenographic re-
porter who becomes a county stenographic reporter and makeg
the election above provided for shall bhe an obligation of and
ghall be paid by such county. At such time as the Retirement
Board shall fix and determine such county shall pay to the Re-
tirement Fund the amount certified to such county by the Re-
tirement Board as the cost of such retirement allowances and
other benefits accrued and owing for such stenographic re-
porter or reporters.

See. 3.  County obligation. The cost of such allow-
ances and benefits shall be paid from the county revenue fund
of such county by the proper county officials within thirty days
after the receipt of the certificate presented by the Retiréement
Board. A tax shall be levied by such county to defray the cost
of such retirement allowances which may be in addition to all
other taxes levied by such county. _ .
