An act relating to the firemen's relief association in the city of
Minneapolis in Hennepin county; providing for certain pensions for
widows and children of certain deceased members of such associa-
tion and for certain other benefits therefor.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minneapolis, city of; firemen's relief. Notwith-
standing the provisions of Minnesota Statutes 1961, Section 69.48,
to the contrary, when a service pensioner, disability pensioner, or
deferred pensioner, or an active member of a relief association dies,
leaving

(1) A widow who was his legally married wife, residing with
him, and who was married to him while or prior to the time he was
on the payroll of the fire department; and who, in case the deceased
member was a service or deferred pensioner was legally married to
the member at least three years before his retirement from the fire
department; or

(2) A child or children who were living while the deceased
was on the payroll of the fire department, or born within nine
months after the decedent was withdrawn from the payroll of the
fire department, the widow and the child or children shall be entitled
to a pension or pensions, as follows:

(a) To the widow, a pension of not less than 17 units, and
not to exceed the sum of 20 units per month, as the bylaws of the
association provide, for her natural life; provided, that if she shall
remarry then the pension shall cease and terminate as of the date of
her remarriage;

(b) To the child or children, if their mother be living, a pen-
sion of not to exceed 8 units per month for each child up to the time
each child reaches the age of not less than 16 years and not to exceed
an age of 18 years, in conformity with the bylaws of the association;
provided, the total pensions hereunder for the widow and children
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of the deceased member shall not exceed the sum of 40 units per
month;

(c) A child or children of a deceased member receiving a
pension or pensions hereunder shall, after the death of their mother,
be entitled to receive a pension or pensions in such amount as the
board of trustees of the association shall deem necessary to properly
support the child or children until they reach the age of not less
than 16 and not more than 18 years, as the bylaws of the association
may provide; but the total amount of the pension or pensions here-
under for any child or children shall not exceed the sum of 40 units
per month.

Sec. 2. Notwithstanding the provisions of Minnesota Stat-
utes 1961, Section 69.48, to the contrary, the Minneapolis fire-
men's relief association special fund may be used for the payment of
hospital and welfare insurance or nonprofit medical service plans for
widows who meet the requirements of Minnesota Statutes 1961, Sec-
tion 69.48, clause (1), but not to exceed one unit per month as
provided in the bylaws of the association.

Sec. 3. This act shall become effective only after its approval
by the governing body of the city of Minneapolis and upon compli-
ance with Minnesota Statutes, Section 645.021.

An act relating to policemen's pension association and the po-
licemen's pension fund in the city of Minneapolis; amending Laws

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Laws 1949, Chapter 406, Section 7, as amended
by Laws 1953, Chapter 127, Section 7, and Laws 1957, Chapter
939, Sections 4 and 5, is amended to read:

Sec. 10. Minneapolis, city of; police pensions; persons not
entitled to pensions. No person is entitled to any pension after re-
moving his residence from the United States or its possessions. Any
person receiving any pension is not entitled to receive any further
benefit or relief from the association.
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
