~Subd. 5. Municipal courts; appomtment of judges. . When a
new court is organized more than 90 days pnor toa regular city,. vil-
lage, or borough election, or whenever there is a vacancy in the office
of judge, the governor shall appoint a qualified person to fill the va-
cancy to hold office until a successor is elected and qualified. If there
is no qualified person who will accept the appomtment the governor
may appoint a suitable person not learned in the law to the office of
judge to take hold office until the first Monday of the month next fol-
lowing the next regular city, village, or borough election held more
than one year after such appointment. The successor shall be elected
for a six year term in the next regular city, village, or borough elec-
tion occumng more than one year after such appointment. If no per-
son learned in the law is elected at such election, the vacancy in the
office may be filled by the governor as hereinbefore provided. In the
absence or disability of the municipal judge and special municipal
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judge of said court, if there be one, the governor may appoint a prac-
ticing attorney to 51t as. spemal ]udge instead of such municipal ]udge
from day to day,
