The
city council of the city of Thief River Falls is authorized to issue bonds
of the city in an amount not exceeding $30,000 for the purpose of im-
proving municipal parking lots and providing public rest room and
shower facilities in a municipal park, such bonds to be payable from the
net revenues derived from its municipal liquor store. The city council
may also pledge the city’s full faith, credit and taxing powers to make
good any actual or anticipated deficiency in such revenues for the pay-
ment of principal and interest as they come due.
