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the management of fishing therein. Such special rules and regulations
may include among other things prohibition of darkhouse spearing or
angling or both in any one or more of these designated lakes, but
must be designed and promulgated solely to further experiments, re-
search and management of muskellunge in the state.

Subd. 2. The lakes so designated may not exceed in aggregate
area 30-,099 40,000 acres.

An act relating to tax levies for the county park jund in the
counties of Anoka and Wright.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Anoka and Wright counties; tax levy; parks.
Notwithstanding any provision and limitation of Minnesota.
Statutes, Sections 398.31 to 398.36 to the contrary, the board of
county commissioners of Anoka and Wright counties may annually
levy a tax not to exceed six mills on the dollar of the taxable valua-
tion of the county for the purposes authorized by said sections 398.31
to 398.36.

Sec. 2. This act is effective as to each of the counties named
in section 1 upon its approval by the board of county commissioners
of such county and upon compliance with the provisions of Minnesota
Statutes, Section 645.021.
