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ABILITY BENEFITS. Subdivision 1. Notwithstanding the provisions of
any law to the contrary, the firemen's relief association of the city of
Butterfield may pay out of its special fund, in a lump sum, a disability
benefit in lieu of a service pension to any of its members in an amount
not exceeding $35 per year for each and every year of active service
rendered by such members who have reached the age of 50 years, who
have heretofore done active duty for 17 years or more as a member of
the volunteer fire department of the city, and who have heretofore
been totally disabled whether by reason of service or action in the fire
department or otherwise.
