Subdivision 1. When a defendant has been convicted of a misdemean-
or eF, gross misdemeanor, or felony the court may and when the defondant has
been convicted of a felony the eourt shall, before sentence is imposed, cause a
presentence investigation and written report to be made to the court concerning
the defendant’s individual characteristics, circumstances, needs, potentialities,
criminal record and social history, the circumstances of the offense and the
harm caused thereby to others and to the community. If the court so directs,
the report shall include an estimate of the prospects of the defendant’s
rehabilitation and recommendations as to the sentence which should be im-
posed. In misdemeanor cases the report may be oral.

When a defendant has been convicted of a felony, and before sentenc-
ing, the court “shall cause a sentencing worksheet 1o be completed to facilitate
the application of the Minnesota sentencing gu1dclmcs If a presentence
investigation is ordered by the court, the worksheet shall be submitted as part
of the prescnlence mvesugauon report, lf a presentence mvestlgatlon is not
ordered by the court, the worksheet shall ‘nonetheless be submitted.

The investigation shall be made by a probation officer of the court, if
there is one, otherwise by the commissioner of corrections.

Pending the presentence investigation and report, the court with the
consent of the commissioner may commit the defendant to the custody of the
commissioner of corrections who shall return the defendant to the court when
the court so orders.

Presentence investigations shall be conducted and summary hearings
held upon reports and upon the sentence to be imposed upon the defendant in
accordance with this section, Minnesota Statutes, Section 244.10, upon its
effective date, and Rule 27 of the rules of criminal procedure.
